B. Margate Blount Archaeological Site, Parkland, Broward County

Due the presentation of new information from the applicant, the Council proposed expanding this marker to a double-sided marker in order to incorporate the expanded archaeological context of the site. The applicant agreed. Council members, staff and the marker’s representative discussed modifications to the marker text. The council proposed that staff and the applicant work together to revise the text and submit to the council via email for comment.  
Dr. Jackson called for a motion to approve the marker on a preliminary basis, pending the drafting of a second side of marker text and revisions by the staff and the applicant. Mr. Tarmey seconded. The motion was unanimously adopted.
