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A Declaration
ESTABLISHING
A SISTER STATE RELATIONSHIP

between
The State of Florida of the United States of America
and
The Province of Kyonggi of the Republic of Korea

The State of Florida, the United States of America hereinafter referred to as
Florida and the Province of Kyonggi, Republic of Korea, hereinafter referred to as
Kyonggi,

Persuaded that international cooperation is an effective mechanism for the increase
in mutually beneficial trade, economic development, technology transfer and
business opportunities;

Recognizing that a successful sister-state relationship strengthens economic ties,
mutual cultural appreciation and bonds of friendship and contributes to better

understanding among people;

Make the following declaration:

Article 1

Florida and Kyonggi hereby establish a sister state relationship that will assist in
increasing the well-being of the people of both states

Article 2

The states intend to develop ties and programs that promote cultural exchange,
tourism, trade, investment, technology exchange, joint research and education
encouraging mutual understanding and good will between the people of Florida and
Kyonggi. The states will continue to explore additional areas of interest that may

promise to be mutually beneficial.



Article 3

Florida and Kyonggi wish to encourage cooperation between institutions and
businesses within their respective boundaries that will lead to the most effective

and efficient conduct of activities in the areas of mutual interest.

Article 4

The Florida/Korea Economic Cooperation Committee (FLOR/KOR) should
vigorously foster the overall relationship with Kyonggi from Florida. The Division
of Cultural Affairs of the Florida Department of State should promote direct
cultural relations between cultural groups. Enterprise Florida, Inc. should facilitate
direct contacts between Florida and Kyonggi businesses and should assist investors
in creating ties to projects in each state. FLOR/KOR, in cooperation with other
governmental and/or private organizations should actively encourage exchanges

among universities in each state.

Article 5

The Economy and Investment Promotion Office of Kyonggi should foster the
overall relationship with Florida from Kyonggi, together with such other
governmental and/or private organizations as Kyonggi may determine to be

beneficial to the carrying out of this Declaration.

Article 6

This Declaration is in no way intended to replace or make invalid any agreement
or other arrangement currently in place, or that may be concluded in the future by
any political or other organizations or persons in Florida or in Kyonggi.

The undersigned officials representing the State of Florida and the Province of
Kyonggi pledge their personal cooperation and support for all these initiatives and
those that may be developed.



Florida and Kyonggi acknowledge that this Declaration is not intended to give rise
to any international obligations, but rather constitutes statements of purpose as

outlined above that both intend to dedicate themselves to achieving.

This Declaration was signed in Orlando, Florida on this 20th day of November
2000, in both the English and Korean languages, both texts equally authentic. A
copy of each will be kept in the record of both states.
