AN AGREEMENT FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT
OF A SISTER-STATE RELATIONSHIP
between
The State of Florida of the United States of America
and the Prefecture of Wakayama in Japan

Desiring to establish lasting and friendly relations between them, the State of Florida in the United States of
America and Wakayama Prefecture in Japan do hereby formally agree to enter a Sister-State Relation-ship.

Upon the basis of Japanese-American traditional friendship and cordial relations, the two parlies agree to
promote interchanges with the objective of achieving deepening mutual understanding and goodwill. The parties
agree to cooperate and work together to bring about mutual benefit and prosperity. The two Sister States are
united in the firm belief that this affiliation will unite the people of the State of Florida and the people of the
Prefecture of Wakayama in lasting friendship and respect and, at the same time, mark another milestone in
the economic, trade, social, and cultural developments of both the State of Florida and the Prefecture of
Wakayama.

Both the Japanese and English versions of this agreement are certified as official decuments and shall become
effective on this day, the fourth of October, nineteen hundred and ninety-five.
